Faith Permeation – Jesus Our Model for Permeation
At the center of our “faith” permeation is of course Jesus, the one whose message and example we are trying to impart. In Jesus’ teaching and actions, we have the source and inspiration for all our learning in a Catholic school.
Throughout his public ministry, Jesus enters fully into the ordinary and familiar       activities of people’s lives, using language that is familiar to his listeners and their experiences. Jesus listens and speaks to the poor, spends time with the broken, and calls each person to show respect and concern for the other, then to dedicate their life in service for the other. “Jesus models permeation for us in that it is in our relationships with others and in the experience of life that God is revealed and where God’s work is done.” E.C.S.
So to we are called to honor and value the same ordinary activities of the learning environment. We need to begin where the students are at, get to know them and value them. Then we can take them to the places we want to go, in the curriculum, in the classroom, in the community and in the heart of God.

Hence many classroom doors bear the following message:

“Be it known to all who enter here that Jesus Christ is the reason for this place. Christ is the unseen but ever present teacher. Christ is the model for our staff and the inspiration for our students.”
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
