Faith Permeation & Curriculum
The Permeation of our Faith into the curriculum, regardless of which subject is taught seems to be most effective when one uses a faith perspective as it core or base. 

For example, first consider what the key theme or objective is of the lesson to be taught is.  Then begin planning by asking the question first “Where can I bring God (and/or Jesus) into this theme, activity, reflection, and/or assessment?”
The classroom teacher could then use a number of possible questions to help the lesson be permeated. Could I begin this topic with an opening prayer? What kind of connections could the students make with the theme and the Catholic teachings in this particular area? What kinds of choices do the students need to be aware of/make from a faith point of view? What kind of closing comments could I make to help the students appreciate a Catholic perspective on what we just learned?

Planning for faith integration is a privilege we have to share in our Catholic schools. We need everyone’s support for it to flourish.
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
