Faith Permeation
A very significant element in a Catholic school is how we permeate our Faith in our learning environment. To do this well, we need to consider what we mean by permeation and how is that we can make a visible difference in the lives of those people we come into contact with, in many cases, on a daily basis.
The word permeation means to diffuse or pass through the pores of something from one source into another. It refers to the infusing of something into another so closely that at one point in the process the two, initially distinguishing elements, become one!
Permeation happens in three specific ways: Inherent (that which is already within it and needs to be drawn out to see it specifically), Incidental (that which touches ones experience or heart) and Intentional (that which touches one’s mind and one learns how to prepare/plan and integrate it).
In a Catholic school environment, we are striving to build an atmosphere where all three elements of permeation happen in an enriching and convincing manner. Faith and achievement, it is a quest for a journey of integration that we can fulfill together.
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
