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“Look, the virgin is with child and will give birth to a Son whom they will call Immanuel, a name which means God is with us. Mt.1:22-23. 
God is with us, what greater sign of care and support we could get from God than to know that God would want to journey with us, to love us, to in fact become one like us. 
The announcement to Mary that she would give birth to a child who would walk in this world with skin and flesh on just like us, gives us a hope that we too can actually do something great for God. That you and I have a real possibility of fulfilling the mission of Christ as proclaimed by the prophet Isaiah “He has sent me to bring the good news to the poor, to soothe the broken hearted, to proclaim liberty to captives and freedom to prisoners.” Is.61:1-3.
As the advent season now approaches once again let us look ahead with a renewed sense of hope and optimism that  Christ’s way is the better way, that love is stronger than hate, forgiveness more powerful then pride, and life more stronger than death.
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
