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On Sunday, May 23, the church celebrates the great feast of Pentecost. Pentecost marks the 50 days following the resurrection of Jesus and is formally recognized as the beginning of the Church. In Acts 2:1-41 we read about the descent of the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles. The Apostles are called to bring the message proclaimed by Christ to all the ends of the earth.
Who would have believed that such a message, carried through 12 men, would have lasted for all these centuries? Certainly many questioned the possibility of God working through people who made mistakes, sinned, denied and even betrayed Christ. But such is the miracle of God being able to create a beautiful community of believers  with  persons who were willing to try again, who asked for a second chance and who were willing to renew their faith commitment. We, as the people of God, represent that same model of believers; weak but still willing, sinful but still loyal, sometimes self centered but still generous.
What a  great example  to pass on to our young people today, that in spite of all our human weakness and failings, we can still rise above our own limitations and create together a wonderful community of believers together for the next generation to come. A community of hope, of strength, of encouragement, of forgiveness and of love, all because of the tremendous gift and support of the Holy Spirit, God’s grace among us! 
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
