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One of the truly great gifts of Service is its ability and power to transform oneself, especially true other centered service to one another. In the past two months, our students and staff have been involved in two extraordinary acts of kindness that have made a very real different our local communities. Among other things, these acts of service (“Day 1” and “Day 2”) have served to both bring aid to those in need of the service and to create a genuine sense of community for those who were providing the service.
The faces of both local and global citizenship are many and now our students and staff, in a very real way, can attest to the power of making a significant difference as true contributing local citizens in our world. As Gordon Thomas has said, “A true global citizen is an active participant, not a bystander, who takes action in the home, in the community and beyond.” (ATA Magazine Winter 2009).
In the past couple of months, we have moved towards, as a whole Catholic community, being true global citizens. Let us pray that as we continue in the journey of service to one another this year, we may recognize the face of Christ in all that we do and offer and truly become the local and global citizens we were meant to become.  “As far as you did this to the least of these, you did it to me!” Mt.25:45-46.
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
