Prayers For Life Quilt
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We have a very unique gift in our district; a baby quilt with the image of Our Lady of
Guadalupe. (The mother of Jesus) This quilt was created in 2002 as a result of a
pilgrimage to Mexico for the canonization of  St. Juan Diago by Pope John Paul II.
The quilt traveled to Pompey in 2004 to celebrate the Year of the Rosary and was blessed 
by Pope John Paul II.
The history of Our Lady of Guadalupe (Guadalupe is a place in Mexico) dates back to the
1500’s when human sacrifice was occurring to worship the many Gods of the Aztec
People. In 1531 Our Lady appeared to a peasant, Juan Diago, (a new convert to

Christianity) and asked him to visit the bishop and ask for a church to be built in honor of

her son. After much doubting, Mary’s image appeared on the tilma (the cloak that Juan

Diago was wearing) and the church was built. The miraculous image of Mary is hanging

in the Basilica of Our Lady of Guadalupe in Mexico City.
The quilt (created by Pat Hunt and Angie Ruptash from Grande Prairie) represents rosary
prayers offered for the celebration of life from conception to natural death. The “traveling 
quilt” visits all the schools in our district and reminds us all of the love Mary has for her
 Son Jesus and the love she has for us.
