Timeline 
CTS 118 and CTS 126 would be offered concurrently with the two other courses being offered each year as shown above. CTS 118 and CTS 126 would entail more of a faith formation content - perhaps a sharing on relevant readings, an experience of Christian community, a retreat, etc. which would happen on the same evening or at the same time as the regularly scheduled course. This would mean a longer session each week, but a shorter commitment overall – 2 years instead of 3 to complete six courses. 
Courses are less rigorous than a university course, and more formative in terms of content. It is our hope that it will be helpful to those who want to learn about their faith and also deepen in their faith.
