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Knowledge and Employability Courses

GRADES 9-12

Goals:  

· Provide programming to increase student’s success 

· Improve math and reading results of students

· Integrate students in option classes (inclusive education)

· Assist students with transitioning from work placement into full time employment

· Wherever possible transition students from Knowledge and Employability to a diploma program  ( based on student success and following the recommended transfer points)

Grade 9: Knowledge and Employability:

· Knowledge and Employability programming will be recommended for students if marks in  grade 8  were less than 40%  or   if students were in modified grade 8 programs,  or if students are two years below grade level

· Recommendations will be made from the feeder school.  Parent consent signature will be gathered from the feeder school

· Students will be registered in Knowledge and Employability core courses and will be integrated for Religion, Physical Education, Health and option courses.

· Class size: a maximum of 20 students.

High School Knowledge and Employability: 10-4 / 20-4 / 30-4 Level

· We recommend that any student with a mark less than 40% in a grade 9 course  enroll in 

      10-4 level programming with parent permission

· A student may be enrolled in one or more Knowledge and Employability  courses 

· Parents must be informed that  Knowledge and Employability courses lead to a  Certificate of Achievement rather than a High School Diploma  

· Students who are under 16 years of age and are registered in Knowledge and Employability  level courses must have  the parent signature form completed.

· Transition to High School Diploma level courses will be discussed yearly on a course by course basis.
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
