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It is understood by the parent/guardian of the students that playing on an extracurricular team is a privilege, not a right.  It is the mandate of all schools that students perform academically and within the student code of conduct.  If, during the season, a team member cannot meet his/her academic or behavioral requirements in any of his/her subjects, it is understood that that player may be excluded from practices and games until he/she reaches an acceptable standard.





Completion of assignments is also the responsibility of the student, which comes before any extra curricular activity.  Students must keep up with their assignments in all of their classes.  If a student has a problem with this, then he/she may be asked to resign their position on the team.





It is upheld, by the Grande Prairie & District Catholic school staff, that students are expected to attend classes unless a valid reason is given.  Students sick, absent or suspended from school will not attend practice or games on that same day.  Furthermore, practices and/or games will be cancelled on days when school buses do not run.





Students who play on school teams are ambassadors of their school and the school district.  Therefore, when at tournaments or games, students will be on their best behaviour and accountable to the staff member that accompanies them.  All school rules and expectations apply and will be enforced.





Lost uniforms or uniforms not returned will result in players being charged for replacement costs.  There is a fee to play school sports, which pays for the officials, uniforms and league fees.  This year the cost will be $ __________.











Player Contract





At St. Thomas More, team schedules may include league games, tournaments, individual exhibitions, or a combination of the above.  Schedules will be provided as far in advance as possible to team members and parents.  





Approaches to playing time may vary based on team composition, experience, and coaching philosophy.  Generally, the approach will fall somewhere on a spectrum between the following two poles:





A – Team Philosophy:


Athletes playing the A team will not necessarily receive equal playing time.  There will be definite starters, second string and role players.


B – Team Philosophy


Athletes on the B team can expect an overall equality of playing times.  There will be occasions when playing time may vary somewhat however.





In each case, the volunteer coaches will make decisions based on what they feel is in the best interest of the players, the team and the school.  Team philosophy and norms will be clearly communicated to parents and athletes at the outset of the season.  Any concerns or issues about the team can be taken up in private with the coach/coaches keeping in mind the 24-hour rule: wait 24 hours to consider the matter, but not more than 48 hours to address it (Code of Conduct #3).





All coaches are volunteers and freely donate their time so those students may participate.  In the gospel we are told that service to others is the trademark of the Kingdom of God.  All students playing on a school teams are expected to give service to the school athletic program as necessary.





Each athletic and parent/guardian is aware of, and must agree to, these conditions in advance of the season.

Code of Conduct





I therefore pledge to be responsible for my words and actions while attending, coaching, officiating or participating in a school sport event and shall conform my behaviour to the following code of conduct:





1.	We will engage in sportsmanlike conduct with any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee.


2.	We will treat any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee with respect regardless of race, creed, color, national origin, sex, sexual orientation or ability.


3.	All parents, players, relatives and friends must adhere to the 24-hour respect rule by waiting a full 24 hours prior to contacting any parent liaison, coaches or schools regarding any school sport concerns or issues.


4.	Drugs or alcohol use will not be tolerated by any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee.


5.	Use of profanity, verbal or physical abuse will not be tolerated by any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee.





I hereby agree that if I fail to conform my conduct to the foregoing while attending, coaching, officiating or participating in a school sports event, I will be subject to disciplinary action, including but not limited to the following in any order or combination:





1.	Verbal warning issued by a league, organization or school official.


2.	Written warning issued by a league, organization or school official.


3.	Suspension or immediate ejection from a youth sports event issued by a league, organization or school official who is authorized to issue such suspension or ejection by a school board.


4.	Suspension from multiple youth sports events issued by a league, organization or school official who is authorized to issue such suspension by a school board.


5.	Season suspension or multiple season suspensions issued by a school board.
