	Identifying Individual Phonemes

	· Orally identifies the common sounds at the beginning of words                                         

Say:

· What sound is the same in bike, boy and bell? /b/

· What sound is the same in love, lake and long /l/

· What sound is the same in sing, sun, and sad? /s/

	Identifying Individual Phonemes

	· Orally identifies and isolates initial sounds in one-syllable words

Say:  

· What is the first sound in fish? /f/

· What is the first sound in rat? /r/

· What is the first sound in got? /g/
· Orally identifies and isolates final sounds in one-syllable words

Say:  

· What sound do you hear at the end of the word: give? /v/

· What sound do you hear at the end of the word: bread? /d/

· What sound do you hear at the end of the word: hot? /t/

· Orally identifies and isolates medial sounds in one-syllable words

Say:

· What sound do you hear in the middle of the word: mad? /a/

· What sound do you hear in the middle of the word: phone? /o/

· What sound do you hear in the middle of the word: zip? /i/

· Orally distinguishes initial, medial, and final sounds in one-syllable words  

Say: 

· What sound do you hear at the beginning of the word: man? /m/

· What sounds do you hear at the end of the word: man? /n/

· What sounds do you hear in the middle of the word: man? /a/


	Categorizing Phonemes

	· Orally identifies the word, in a set of three words, that has the odd sound.

Say: 

· Listen to the first sound in these words, which word does not belong in: 

· bat, bun,  rug  (rug)

· Listen to the last sound in these words, which word does not belong in: 

· sat, bag, hit  (bag)

· Listen to the sounds in the middle of these words, which word does not belong in: 
· cup, nap, hat (cup)


	Segmenting Sentences into Individual Words 

	· Claps and says words in a sentence of 3-6 words

Say:

· How many words are in the sentence: The brown dog ran quickly. (5)

· How many words are in the sentence: Mom made cookies. (3)

· How many words are in the sentence: A cat slept in the sun. (6)


	Segmenting Words into Syllables

	· Claps and says the syllables in 1, 2 and 3 syllable words.

Say:  I’ll say some words and you clap and say the syllables you hear.
· How many syllables are in the word: puddle? (2)

· How many syllables are in the word: elephant? (3)

· How many syllables are in the word: love? (1)


	Blending Syllables and Phonemes

	· Orally blends syllables into spoken word

Say:  I’ll say some syllables and you tell me the word they make.
· What word do these syllables make: gold—fish? (goldfish)

· What word do these syllables make: cat—er—pill—ar  /cat/er/pill/er? (caterpillar)

· What word do these syllables make: sub—mar—ine /sub/ mar/ een/? (submarine)

· Orally blends 2 or 3 phonemes into one syllable words

Say:  I’ll say some sounds and you tell me the word they make.
· What word do these sounds make: /a/ /s/ /k/? (ask)

· What word do these sounds make: /l/ /a/? (lay)

· What word do these sounds make: /r/ /i/ /d/? (ride)

· Orally blends 4 phonemes into a recognizable word

Say:  I’ll say some sounds and you tell me the word they make.
· What word do these sounds make: /s/ /p/ /e/ /l/? (spell)

· What word do these sounds make: /c/ /o/ /s/ /t/? (cost)

· What word do these sounds make: /s/ /ow/ /n/ /d/? (sound)

	Segmenting Words into Phonemes

	· Orally segments one-syllable words into discrete sounds (you can model “robot speak”)

Say:  I’ll say some words and you tell the sounds you hear.

· What sounds do you hear in the word: jam (/j/ /a/ /m/)

· What sounds do you hear in the word: milk (/m/ /i/ /l/ /k/)

· What sounds do you hear in the word: spend (/s/ /p/ /e/ /n/ /d/)

· Orally segments 2 syllable words into discrete sounds

Say:  I’ll say some words and you tell the sounds you hear.
· What sounds do you hear in the word: before (/b/ /e/ /f/ /or/)

· What sounds do you hear in the word: giggle (/g/ /i/ /g/ /l/)

· What sounds do you hear in the word: sparkle (s/p/ar/k/l/)


	Deleting Phonemes

	· Orally deletes initial sounds in one-syllable word to make new words

  Say:  

· What is “smile” without the /s/: (mile)

· What is “tall” without the /t/: (all)

· What is “beach” without the /b/: (each)

· Orally deletes final sounds in one-syllable words

  Say:  

· What is “hurt” without the /t/: (hur)

· What is “tooth” without the /th/: (too)

· What is “and” without the /d/ - (an)


	Adding Phonemes

	· Orally adds sounds to targeted sounds or one syllable words to make new words

Say:  

· What word will you have if you add /f/ to the beginning of all? (fall)

· What word will you have if you add /s/ to the beginning of park? (spark)

· What word will you have if you add /p/ to the beginning of late? (plate)

	Substituting Phonemes

	· Orally substitutes initial sounds in one-syllable words to make new words

Say:  

· What word will you have if you change the /p/ at the beginning of pig to /w? (wig)

· What word will you have if you change the /h/ at the beginning of hug to /t/? (tug)

· What word will you have if you change the /c/ at the beginning of cab to /j/? (jab)
· Orally substitutes final sounds in one-syllable words to make new words

Say:  

· What word will you have if you change the /d/ at the end of bad to /t/? (bat)

· What word will you have if you change the /b/ at the end of cob to /p/? (cop)

· What word will you have if you change the /t/ at the end of fit to /n/? (fin)
· Orally substitutes the medial vowel sound in one-syllable words to make new words 

Say:  

· What word will you have if you change the /i/ in the middle of sip to /a/? (sap)

· What word will you have if you change the /u/ in the middle of but to /e/? (bet)

· What word will you have if you change the /e/ in the middle of get to /o/? (got)
