Phonemic awareness is the ability of a child to perceive and manipulate the sounds of the language (the phonemes).  Phonemic awareness is an essential skill in order that your child be able to deal successfully with print (the graphemes of the language).  Your child will receive small group instruction approximately 15 minutes, four or five days each week.  The time will be spent with a trained instructor in the following ways:

	· Identifying the sounds heard in sound patterns

· Categorizing sounds as being the same or different

· Manipulating sounds, that is, adding, substituting, and re-ordering sounds
	· Blending and segmenting sounds

· Making the connection between sounds and print (graphemes) in order to read and spell.
