“Precision Reading”

Literacy Intervention

What it is….

Precision Reading is designed to provide explicit instruction for students who are demonstrating difficulties with reading fluency, utilization of sight-words for reading, decoding and comprehension.  The focus of Precision Reading is first and foremost to build reading fluency through repeated oral reading and repeated exposure to miscued words

What is it? 

· One on one daily intervention for short periods of time (under 10 minutes) 

· Students engage in a one minute timed oral reading of a given text. 

· The text size and structure may be manipulated to increase readability

· Any content appropriate text may be utilized – works well with content area reading the child needs to learn 

· Student progress on words correct per minute (wcpm) is carefully monitored and charted

· Miscues are carefully recorded on flashcards and presented daily for the students to read in isolation of the text

· The goal is for students to increase words correct per minute until they are reading fluently at a rate deemed appropriate for their age/grade. 

· Comprehension strategies are added into the short intervention sessions as wcpm increases. 

For who….

· Any student at any grade level who is struggling significantly with fluency, however, it is recommended for students in grades 3 and up. 

· Students for whom lack of fluency impacts on comprehension.

· Students who have had access to previous literacy interventions, but who need on-going support. 

· Can be especially effective for Junior/Senior high students

By whom…

· the classroom teacher as part of classroom delivery

· the Classroom Support Teacher within or outside of the classroom

· the Literacy TA, typically in a one on one intervention session.
