Important Note:
If you do not have this icon, get your local school tech rep or admin member to send an email to support@gpcsd.ca with the request for installation of ‘Media Player Classic’, along with your computer name or room number.



When you put a DVD in your computer, the autorun should normally pop-up, and one would naturally assume (like on your computers at home) that you choose Windows Media Player and hit OK. This is incorrect, hit Cancel.

Next, double-click the media player classic icon (You remember that little guy, he was in Fig.1), and the program should open and look like this:
