The 

school holds regular school celebrations and 

offers the opportunity for the Sacrament of 

reconciliation at Christmas. Parents are       

welcome to attend school celebrations.  All 

students are expected to attend Religious    

celebrations and to participate in Religion 

classes. 

 

3. TEXTBOOK RENTAL 
 

Textbook rental may be paid at the school    

office. We would appreciate receiving all 

rental payment by the end of September.  

School fees include the purchase of an agenda.   
 

According to School policy # 704, students 

who damage or lose school property,       in-

cluding textbooks, whether wilfully or 

through neglect, will be required to make 

restitution. 
 

4. SCHOOL SUPPLIES 
 

Most supplies for Grade 1 & 2 students are 

available for purchase through the school in 

September. Students in Grades 2 to 9 are     

responsible to provide supplies and materials 

as requested on the school supply list sent 

home at the end of the school year.  Teachers 

will supply students with a list of an other re-

quirements for various courses at the      begin-

ning of the year (Geometry Set, etc.).

6. LOCKS AND LOCKERS  
 

Grades 4, 5 & 6 students rent one locker and 

may access another depending on availabil-

ity. Students in Junior High rent two small 

hall lockers for the year.  Security of material 

kept in the locker is the studentôs responsibil-

ity. Combination locks are required for stu-

dents in Grades 4 to 9. Lockers must be 

locked at all times otherwise, students will 

lose the privilege of renting hall lockers.  The 

rental fee is $4.00 per locker, which includes 

use of a lock.  A $2.00 reimbursement will 

be given upon the return of each lock. Home-

room teachers are responsible for the distri-

bution and collection of locks. Only locks 

rented from the school will be permitted on 

hall lockers. The homeroom teachers will 

assign lockers and locks to students at the 

beginning of the year. The school administra-

tion may open a locker at any time, if they 

feel it is warranted.  
 

7. SCHOOL TELEPHONE 
 

 

Phones in the classrooms may be used by    

students to make calls with permission from 

their teacher.  We  encourage students to 

make use of the phone for good reasons such 

as sickness, missing the bus, etc.  We ask that 

prior arrangements be made for going to a 

friend's house, etc.

 If students miss the bus they will be         

transported by taxi at the studentôs cost if a 

parent is not available to drive them to their 

course. Students are required to go to their  

options with Cardinal Coach Lines at all 

times.  They may not opt to take their own 

transportation. 
 

10.  STAFF MEETINGS 
 

The Grande Prairie and District Catholic 

School system allows for early dismissal on 

the first teaching Monday of every month for 

the 2009-2010 school year to allow for staff 

meetings. St-Gérard will dismiss at 2:30 PM 

on those days. 
 

11.  SCHOOL COUNCIL 
 

The School Council consists of an executive 

plus a parent representative from each class.  

Meetings are held Wednesday after early  dis-

missal and staff meeting Monday of most 

months with a few exceptions, (see school    cal-

endar on page 3) in the Staff Room (unless oth-

erwise indicated)..

12.   COLD WEATHER              

POLICY  FOR RECESS      
    

Students will have recess outside unless it is 

raining or colder than -25° C including the 

wind-chill factor. However, should it be 

colder but a sunny day with no wind,        

students will go out for recess at the discre-

tion of administration. 

Please ensure that your child is dressed to 

meet weather conditions. 
 

13. BUSSES 
 

 

Students who come to school on busses  

serving the Grande Prairie and District 

Catholic Schools are not expected to attend 

school when busses are not operating on days 

where the forecast temperature is equal to, or 

colder than -40° C. The temperature shall be 

that forecast at the Grande Prairie airport.

BUS RULES

Form 312A Permission To Administer  Medi-

cation must be filled out by a parent or guard-

ian before any medication can be      adminis-

tered. 
 

17.   FIRE DRILLS 
 

Periodic fire drills provide us with practice at 

clearing the building quickly and quietly.        

Acquaint yourself with the exit route from 

every room or area in which you spend time 

during the day.  When the fire alarm rings, 

clear the building immediately, following the 

directions posted in the classroom or given by 

the teacher in charge.  The most important 

aspect of these drills is to be in total control of 

your actions.  In the event of an actual fire 

during inclement weather students will as-

semble in the École Parkside School gym. 

 
 

18.  SCHOOL LOCKDOWN  

       PROCEDURES 
 

ü A lockdown in when all students and 

staff are locked in classrooms or other 

enclosed areas in a school such as the   

library and the office. 

ü During lockdown drills we will teach the   

students and their teachers what needs to 

be done in the event of a lockdown     

situation. 

ü Classrooms will be locked and quiet 

work assigned until the drill is over. 

ü These lockdown drills are not to alarm 

you of some pending situation, they are 

simply a matter of being prepared. 

ü A lockdown drill is similar to a fire drill, 

and needs to be practiced several time 

each year. 

1. USE OF FRENCH 
Students are expected to speak in French as 

they enter the school. The use of English is 

allowed in English Language Arts class only. 

 
 

2.  DRESS POLICY 
 

Students should dress in a manner which        

contributes to a school atmosphere conducive 

to learning and facilitates rather than distracts 

from learning.  Student clothing should be 

neat, clean and suitable to the activity within 

the school. Students who wear inappropriate 

dress will be asked to change. These include 

short-shorts, bare midriffs, muscle shirts or 

tank tops (worn by male or female) unless a 

T-shirt is worn underneath, T-shirts or       

buttons with crude or vulgar sayings or      

obscene pictures.

You will be asked to remove 

them.  Outside or muddy footwear must be 

left at the entrance in the racks provided. Stu-

dents are to have non-scuffing inside shoes to 

wear at all times. No black soled shoes 

please unless they are guaranteed non-

scuffing. Only running shoes may be worn 

in the gym. 
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3. DISCIPLINED  

     BEHAVIOUR 
 

a) Manners/Courtesy 
École St-Gérard School students are  expected 

to exhibit good manners at all times.        

Courtesy is to be shown to peers, staff or any 

person encountered inside or outside the 

school or at school functions. 
 

b)  Respect for Property 
Students must treat their own property and      

belongings, the property and belongings of 

others and the property and equipment of the 

school with respect. Students who deliberately 

or accidentally damage othersô or school 

property will be required to pay the costs for 

such damages, have their parents contacted 

and may be required to perform some school 

service. Please note that parents are         

ultimately held responsible for damage 

caused by their children.  
 

c) Theft 
It is understood that no student will take prop-

erty not belonging to oneself.  If a       student 

ñborrowsò anything from anyone or the 

school without  permission, it shall be   under-

stood that theft has occurred. 
 

d) Language and Physical  

    Behaviour

4.  PHYSICAL EDUCATION  

     CLASSES 
Students are expected to change for Physical 

Education Classes.  Proper gym clothing and 

footwear are required for all Physical       

Education classes.  Part of the mark for this 

course is for participation.  Students are     

expected to participate in all Physical      

Education activities.   
 

5.   LUNCH POLICY 
 

GUIDELINES FOR J.H. STUDENTS 

LEAVING AT NOON 

J.H. students leaving school grounds are          

reminded that they represent our school in 

our community during their absence. Behav-

iour is expected to be exemplary or these 

privileges will be removed. 
 

1. Students are allowed to leave the school 

for lunch (consent forms are required) 

unless parents forward a special request 

to the Principal that their son and/or 

daughter is to be supervised at the school.  

2. Students must return promptly for the 

first class / transition prep time after 

lunch  (see schedule on p. 4) 

3. The no eating or drinking in the hallway 

rule is still in effect. 

4. If students bring back food, garbage is to 

be placed in garbage cans  outside or in 

the classroom. 

5. All food bought while at lunch is to be 

consumed prior to returning to class. 

6.  CANTEEN

7.  ATTENDANCE POLICY 
 

Every student shall attend school regularly 

and punctually.  The following are acceptable 

reasons for being absent from class: 
 

1. Illness. 

2. Compassionate/Celebrations related to      

immediate family. 

3. Medically related reasons. 

4. School representative at an outside school 

event. 
 

Parents are asked to contact the school when   

students will be absent for any of the above    

reasons. 

Medical certificates must be presented to: 

1. verify extended absences because of       

serious illness or surgery, 

2. verify frequent absences because of       

recurring illness, and  

3.   excuse students from participation in   

      Physical Education classes.  

Parents will be informed when the school        

becomes aware a student is truant.  Students 

who are truant will be assessed a detention.           

Subsequent truancy will lead to a suspension.  

If truancy persists, the student will be         

reported to the Attendance Officer and/or the 

Attendance Board as per sections #14 and #15 

of the School Act. 
 

Important Note: Students away from school, 

even if it is for a good reason, are    responsi-

ble for the work missed.  It is not an accept-

able reason to say ñI didnôt know about this 

assignment because it was given on a day 

that I was awayò. 
  

Sickness 
 

If your child is ill, he/she should remain at 

home as it is unfair to both students and staff 

to send him/her to school and expect him/her 

to remain indoors at recess. 
 

8.   HOLIDAYS 
We encourage everyone to take vacations dur-

ing scheduled school holidays.  However, 

should a family choose to take a holiday at 

another time during the school year, please 

advise the administration at the office as well 

as the homeroom teacher. Students leaving 

for an extended period of time during     

regular school operation will be expected to 

ñcatch upò on schoolwork upon their return. 

It is at the discretion of the teacher to provide 

students with work while on holidays. 
 

9.   LATES 

At the morning warning bell (8:40 AM) stu-

dents are expected to enter the building and 

be in their classroom, ready to begin lessons 

when the second bell sounds at 8:45 for the 

announcements and the O Canada. Students 

will also be expected to enter promptly after 

the recesses when the bell rings) or as in-

structed to do so. Students who arrive at 

school after 8:50 AM or/and after lunch re-

cess (see schedule p. 4) will be considered 

absent until they report to the office to regis-

ter. If a late is excusable because of an ap-

pointment or special parental request, a note 

should be presented in the agenda or a phone 

call made to the office. 
 

If a student is late for class without adequate    

reason, the teacher will deal with the matter 

in an appropriate manner.  Please note that     

students will not be permitted to return to 

their lockers or homeroom during class or   

between classes.  Students should ensure that 

they have all the materials required for class 

in the morning, at  recesses and after lunch. 
 

10. HOMEWORK 
   

To achieve and improve academic               

performance Junior High students must        

expect to do homework.  Many Junior High 

students feel that unless a specific assign-

ment is due, they have no homework to com-

plete. This is not so; each of the following 

areas listed below should be a part of your 

regular homework.  These guidelines are also 

useful for Elementary students. 

1. Completion of work you did not finish in

class. 

2. Completion of daily assignments and 

work missed due to illness or other       

reasons. 

3. Completion of long term assignments. If 

you have one due in two or three weeks, 

work on it regularly.  Don't leave it to the 

night      before then do a poor job as you 

must rush through it. 

4. Review work taken each day.  Studies 

show that 70% of material learned is    

forgotten within three days if there has 

been no review. 

5. Take time to keep your notes organized 

and in sequential order. 

6. Study for quizzes, tests and exams. 
 

Junior High students should be prepared to 

do from one to one and one-half hours of 

study four nights a week. This does not     

include studying for exams.   All students 

are encouraged to read nightly. 
 

Parents must assume responsibility here to 

help young people develop good study      

habits. 
 

11.  SMOKING 
 

Students are not allowed to smoke in the 

school or on the school grounds or during 

school  activities.  Students smoking in the 

school or on the school grounds or during 

school activities will be suspended.        Note:  

All School District buildings have been des-

ignated as smoke free. 
 

12.  ALCOHOL AND DRUGS 
 

The use of liquor or drugs by students at 

school or school sponsored functions will not 

be tolerated.  Students found in possession of 

or under the influence of liquor or drugs will      

automatically be suspended.

PROCEDURE: 

1. Major infractions will be recorded.                 

The   homeroom teacher will receive a 

copy of the reported major infraction 

from the staff member who wrote it. 

2. For minor infractions, it is the             

responsibility of the « adult in 

charge » (teacher, administrator, etc.) to            

intervene and assign consequences that 

may be warranted from the list of     

consequences for minor infractions.  If 

it is not the homeroom teacher who    

initially intervenes, he / she should be 

made aware of the situation.  The     

adult(s) involved will then select the 

caring behaviour that will accompany 

the consequence.  Parents may be           

notified. 

3. For a major infraction, an administrator 

will be involved in the process.  Parents 

will be notified.
